Clove hitch

The clove hitch is another method of 'hitching' a rope to a post. Not as secure as the round turn and two half-hitches, it is often used to begin other hitches and lashings. There are many

ways to tie a clove hitch. However, the one that everyone should know is:

Pass the working end over and under a rail.

Run it across the standing part at the front.

Continue round the rail again and bring the working end back to trap it under the diagonal.

Thus the two ends of the rope should be laid next to each other under the diagonal but running in opposite directions. The clove hitch looks like a 'N'
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
